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AMERICAN KESTREL, EASTERN SCREECH-OWL
NEST BOX

Preferred habitat for owls includes 
mixed stands of deciduous forest on the 
edge of woods adjacent to fields or wetlands. 
Kestrels prefer more open country. To prevent 
use by squirrels, the box for owls can be 
placed on a pole with a predator guard. 
Boxes should be placed at least 10 feet high 
for owls, and 10 to 30 feet high for kestrels
